Indigenous Veterans' Day

"Aboriginal Veterans Day was established in
Manitoba in 1994 and has since spread across
the country to the other provinces and has been
renamed National Aboriginal Veterans Day,
recognized annually on Nov. 8. It’s a day to
recognize and acknowledge the many
contributions and sacrifices of Aboriginals not
only to Canada’s war efforts but to its
peacekeeping reputation.
A national monument was later erected in Ottawa,
just down from the National War Memorial. On
National Aboriginal Day on June 21, 2001, the
National Aboriginal Veterans Monument was
unveiled by then‑Governor General Adrienne
Clarkson to commemorate the contributions of
Aboriginal peoples in war and peacekeeping."
